Coordinate Involvement 
    Encourage grassroot 
participation in tasks such 
as petition drives, voter 
registration, pregnancy 
support centers, public 
o�ce, service projects, etc. 

Sound The Alarm
    Keep your pastor and 
church informed on serious 
moral issues that a�ect 
your community, state and 
nation (Ex: Defense of 
biblical marriage)

Provide resources to inform your members on political issues and prepare them for action by:

Mobilizing members to
vote on all election days

Encourage early voting and
voting in primary elections

Providing voter guides and
sending reminders

3 Register Members

Announcing and sending reminders,
and then turning in the forms

Setting up a registration 
table in your lobby

Providing registration forms, 
online registration, FAQ’s, etc.
